Instructions:
 
Divide the class into pairs or small groups.
Assign each group a scenario or situation related to driving and road safety (see examples below).
Provide a list of vocabulary and phrases related to driving and road safety for reference.
Each group should discuss and act out their assigned scenario, considering the vocabulary and phrases provided.
Encourage students to engage in conversations, express opinions, and find solutions to the given situations.

Example scenarios:
