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Level: Intermediate
Objective: By the end of the lesson, students will be able to form and use the second conditional tense to express hypothetical situations and their consequences.

Feel free to adapt and modify these activities based on the needs and proficiency level of your EFL class.

Duration: about 90 minutes

Materials:
Whiteboard and markers
Handouts with practice exercises
Sentences with blanks for guided practice
Reading passages (there are a few texts at the bottom of the document)
Role play scenarios 
There are a few samples of role-play scenarios and worksheets at the end of the document

Warm-up (10 minutes):
Start with a brief discussion about hypothetical situations. For example, "What would you do if you won the lottery?"
Write a couple of second conditional sentences on the board and ask students to identify the structure and tense used.

Introduction (10 minutes):
Present the structure of the second conditional tense:
If + past simple (condition), would + base form of the verb (result).
For negative sentences, use "wouldn't" instead of "would."
Provide examples on the board and explain the meaning of the second conditional, which is used to talk about unreal or unlikely situations and their possible outcomes.

Reading activity (20 minutes) 
Distribute a short reading passage containing examples of "there is" and "there are" sentences.
Have students read the passage individually and underline or highlight the "the second conditional constructions.
Discuss the content of the passage as a class.

Guided Practice (15 minutes):
Give students handouts with sentences containing blanks. Ask them to complete the sentences using the second conditional structure.
Go through the completed sentences as a class, discussing the meaning and forming the second conditional together.

Interactive Activity (20 minutes) – there are a few samples below:
Divide the class into pairs or small groups.
Provide each group with a scenario card containing an unreal situation.
Have students discuss what they would do if they were in that situation using the second conditional structure.
Each group presents their scenario and their responses to the class.

Practice Exercises (10 minutes):
Hand out practice exercises to each student individually.
These exercises could include fill-in-the-blank sentences or transforming sentences from first conditional to second conditional.
Review the answers together as a class.

Wrap-up (5 minutes):
Summarize the key points of the lesson and check if students understand the second conditional tense and its usage.
Encourage students to create their own second conditional sentences about hypothetical situations.
Homework (Optional):
Assign homework exercises that provide further practice with forming and using the second conditional tense.

Assessment:
Observe students' participation in discussions and the accuracy of their completed exercises. Review their understanding through the interactive activity and practice exercises.

Extension Activities:
Ask students to create short dialogues using the second conditional in pairs.
Use short video clips or scenarios for students to practice generating second conditional sentences.
Remember to adjust the pace and complexity of the lesson based on your students' proficiency level and learning pace.
